Exercising its power of eminent domain under Section 895 and Article 18-A of the General 
Municipal Law of the State of New York, the Agency commenced proceeding (the 

"Proceeding") to acquire fee title and related property interests in the property located at 
3649 Erie Boulevard East  (tax map lot 63.-01-02.3). In connection with the Proceeding the 
Agency also filed a Notice of Pendency on September 26, 2025. The Proceeding seeks an 

Order (i) directing the immediate filing and entry of an order with acquisition map and; (ii) 
directing that, upon the filing and entry of such order and acquisition map, title to 3649 Erie 
Boulevard East shall vest in the Agency. The Proceeding is under submission to Hon. Joseph 

E. Lamendola, J.S.C. as of February 11, 2026. New York Eminent Domain Procedure Law 
("EDPL") (402)B)(5) provides “upon proof of service of notice and upon filing of [the Verified 
Petition] and proof to its satisfaction that the procedural requirements of [the EDPL] have 

been met, the court shall direct the immediate filing and entry of the order granting the 
petition.” The Agency has complied with all the procedural requirements under the EDPL.
